Because computer systems represent a considerable investment in equipment resources,

they have the potential of contributing significantly to the efficiency with which the 

business is operated. Electronic data processing merits the close attention of all the organizations within the business. His interest and attention must start before the installation of electronic data processing equipment.

When a company plans the acquisition of electronic data processing equipment, it is important to establish an electronic data processing committee composed of top mgt people representing all major opg areas of the fin, mkt, manuf, eng etc. The members of the electronic data processing committee must be decision makers who speak with authority for the division or departments. 

The full and active support of top management is vital for the data processing responsibility to be adequately defined, planned and monitored. The purpose of the electronic data processing committee is to ensure that the applications planned for electronic data processing are realistic in terms of overall cooperate goals, that the scheduling of the installation and many activities for a successful installation are done properly, and that the installation has the understanding and support of key mgt personnel.

The electronic data processing committee will continue to function after the installation of the electronic data processing equipment, by monitoring its use, planning new applications and approving additional equipment resources required by expanding data processing needs. Only such a committee representing all operating units of the company, can effectively monitor the electronic data processing activities, and weigh priorities in relation to the companies, overall needs and goals whether a company is large or small, the electronic data processing committee can be invaluable.
